This week was the final week for the mass vaccination sites at
Modesto Centre Plaza in Modesto and Hammon Senior Center in
Patterson. Stanislaus County sincerely thanks all the city staff and
volunteers at those clinics; with their help, we were able to
vaccinate a total of 63,837 people. For now, there is no change
for the vaccination site at Stanislaus State in Turlock.

Many of these pop-up clinics will also feature special
incentives, such as a $50 Grocery Gift Card Raffle at El Rematito this weekend or "$1 for every shot"
fundraisers at the various school clinics.

Un informe publicado hoy por los CDC muestra que, de los 101 millones de personas totalmente vacunadas en
los EE.UU. hasta el 30/4/21, sólo se han notificado 10.262 infecciones por disrupción: una tasa de infección
por disrupción de sólo el 0,01%. 995 de los casos de avance fueron hospitalizados, pero 289 de esas
hospitalizaciones fueron asintomáticas o por otras razones no relacionadas con la COVID-19.

NEW DATA FROM MODERNA
Moderna announced on Tuesday that their TeenCOVE Study
about their COVID-19 vaccine in adolescents has reached its
primary endpoint. The study included 3,732 participants between
the ages of 12 and less than 18 years old. No cases of COVID-19
were seen in participants who received the vaccine starting 14
days after they received their 2nd dose. The side effects were
very similar to those seen in adults: mild to moderate injection site
pain, headache, tiredness, body aches, and chills. Study
participants will be followed for an additional 12 months to gather
more information about long-term protection. Moderna plans to
submit the data to FDA and other worldwide regulators in early
June. 

COVID-19 VACCINES ARE VERY EFFECTIVE
A report published today by CDC shows that, out of 101 Million fully vaccinated people in the US as of
4/30/21, only 10,262 breakthrough infections have been reported: a breakthrough infection rate of only
0.01%. 995 of the breakthrough cases were hospitalized but 289 of those hospitalizations were
asymptomatic or otherwise hospitalized for non-COVID-19 reasons. 132 of the breakthrough cases died
due to COVID-19 related causes; the median age of people who died was 82 years old. 

This data adds to the already huge amount of evidence that the COVID-19 vaccines are very effective.

STANISLAUS COUNTY REMAINS IN THE "SUBSTANTIAL" RED TIER 
As more counties in Central Valley progressed to Orange tier, Stanislaus County remained in red.
Merced County advanced into the "Moderate" Orange Tier today and San Joaquin County is poised to
join them next week. If we are able to push our case rate down to below 6 cases/100k by next week,
we still have a chance of advancing into the Orange Tier on June 8. We may remain the only San
Joaquin Valley county stuck in Red Tier until the Blueprint goes away on June 15. Learn more about the
